WHAT IS GOING ON?

Dr. Martyn Lloyd-Jones once asked,

“Are you aware of God working in you?"

We should care, but how do we know? Jones said such work is the proof to us that
we are indeed Christians. Our faith is not just a series of opinions about life, or even a
moral code - it is something that changes us, each day.

He then wrote, "This is the fundamental thing: am I aware of God working in me? Am
I aware of something that I cannot explain except in terms of God’s mighty action?...Am
I aware of his interference in my life and of that disturbing, that persuading, that
interrupting, that whole movement of God...?"

If we are united with Christ by faith, we can be confident of God's love for us. But
such love never leaves us as we are. God is in the process of perfecting us. His agenda is
not first for our happiness, but for our holiness.

So what do you think? As Jones asks, "Have I felt the hand of my Maker upon my soul
remaking, remoulding me?"

This is part of the purpose of the spiritual inventories we passed out at the end of last
year. Have you looked at yours? Does it reveal that God is slowly but surely taking out
the sin, and putting in righteousness? Or would you have to say that you are pretty
much the same person you were a year ago?

Jones does not ask this, but I will: what are you doing to invite the work of God in
your life? We are not to be passive - we are to be actively pursuing this grace. What
about your personal spiritual disciplines? What about your response to the ways God
provides for your growth through the church?

Jones then writes, "Thank God for such a doctrine that assures me that in spite of my
sin and all my unworthiness, God, who made the whole universe and who sustains
everything that he has made, is fashioning this life of mine until, ultimately, he will
produce a perfect product, and I shall stand and see him face to face.”

What is going on with you? What is going on in you? The proof is in the growth. How
must your life change, so that you are open to the change God has for you?
